How to update the Spanish translation of TntMPD

1) Install the latest beta version of TntMPD (2.0).

       http://download.tntware.com/tntmpd/beta/SetupTntMpd.exe  

2) From the Windows “start” menu, go to “Programs/TntMPD/TntTranslator”

3) In TntTranslator, under the “File” menu, click on “Open”.  Choose “TntMPD.exe”.

4) Under the “Options” menu, click on “Set Language”.  Select “Spanish” and press “OK”.

5) Now, just start translating the text labeled “Spanish”.  Be aware that you can use search and replace (under the “Edit” menu, click on “Replace”).  This might help you do all the “OK” and “Cancel” buttons in one step, for example.  

     NOTE:  The “&” character is used in Windows to underline characters on words and provide keyboard shortcuts.  When you encounter these while translating, try to keep these unique within a window or form.  If all else fails, you can remove the “&” part of the phrase if you don’t need the keyboard shortcut.

     NOTE: Sometimes you’ll see text like “%s” or “2:d”.  These are just placeholders.  You have to keep these placeholders, but feel free to change the order of them to fit the natural grammatical order of the language.

6) When you save, all the records that you changed will be automatically marked as “Translated”.  If you want to just keep the English, check the “Translated” check box.

7) To see changes in TntMPD, under the “Tools” menu, click on “Launch TntMPD using this translation”. 

8) Backup your translation work.  Under the “File” menu, click on “Export Translation to CSV text”.  (For Spanish, it will save a file called “TntMPD.ES.Translation.csv”.)  When you feel like the translation is ready, backup your work to this file, and send it to me so that I can include a Spanish translation in the very next release of TntMPD.
